Anniversary, I want to 
thank everyone who has 
had any connection to the 
school in the last 5 years. 
The teachers who have 
taught here have all done 
an exceptional job. I am 
proud to call them friends, 
and hope they look back 
on their time with us as a 
good one. The students 
of course are what keep 
the school going. Without 
you there would be no 
school, and we never 
forget that.  Your 
generosity when we have 
charity events is 
remarkable, and your 
friendliness and concern 
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while we have a lot to look 
forward to this summer, 
perhaps some time will be 
spent looking back. On 
August 1st the school will 
celebrate the 5th 
anniversary of our 
separating from the 
Church, and we will be 
having a big celebration 
party. I hope that as many 
of you as possible can 
attend what I hope will be 
a celebration of the fact 
that, against the odds, the 
school is still running. 

One person who will not 
be able to attend the party 
is actually the most 
important person in the 
history of the school. 
Father Mario Canducci 
started the school in 
Takada Catholic Church 
over 30 years ago now. 
He wanted the people of 
Takada and Joetsu to 
have the opportunity to 
not just study English, but 
to have the opportunity to 
become more 
“international”. The 
English school at the 
Church came to be an 
important part of the 
community, fulfilling its 
stated goals of giving the 
people of Takada the 
opportunity to spend time 
with foreigners and in turn 
giving those foreigners the 
chance to experience the 

wonders of life in Japan. 
The people who came to 
work at the Church have 
always done so much 
more than merely teach 
English; they organized 
charity events, raising 
money for various good 
causes, and most 
importantly, contributed 
immeasurably to life in 
Takada. This was all 
Father Mario’s dream.  

At the moment, Father 
Mario is in hospital in 
Tokyo. Basically he is 
exhausted, and this has 
had a bad effect on his 
health. It is unclear at 
this point whether he will 
ever be able to come 
back to work here in 
Takada, or whether he 
will take his well earned 
retirement and head 
back to Italy. Whatever 
happens, the Church 
here in Takada 
specifically, and the 
local community in 
Takada in general will 
be a far poorer place for 
his not being here.  

I have always tried to 
run this school in a way 
that befits the history of 
the school, but the 
different pressures and 
demands of running a 
business as opposed to 
a charity often get in the 
way of that goal. But just
